| trust you and your family are staying safe and well and are getting ready for the new school
year.

This is an update on the information you received from us in our letter of July 30",

Last Thursday, August 20" we received a circular from the Qatar Ministry of Education and
Higher Education informing schools that they should change from planning for full on campus
attendance to blended learning. This entails that students will study both on campus and
remotely. The new plan also requires that only third of the student body attends school on
campus at any given day. We are now working on reflecting this shift in our planning and will
shortly be sharing the details with you.

The arrangements for the first three days of the school year will remain as stated in our letter
of July 30™.

On another note, we need to alert you that the Ministry directives mandate that students with
chronicillnesses or are living with people who have such ilinesses should be exempted from
attending school on campus. They only should come to campus to appear for the main
assessments. You can find the details on Covid19 high risk groups on the Ministry of Public
Health website. Please click here.

If you think that your child or any of the people in your household is in the high risk group,
please communicate with the school Nurse, Ms. Nour Awny, as soon as possible to let her know
that your child will need to be exempted from attending school. We need to know to be able to
plan for their studies remotely. Please provide Ms. Nour with the following:

e The name and Qatar National Number of the student or the vulnerable relative they are
living with
e A description of the health condition that makes the child or the relative vulnerable

You will then need to follow up with providing Ms. Nour with a certificate from an authorized
medical center attesting to the medical condition. This is needed for the school to confirm
exempting the student from attending on campus. Please communicate with Ms. Nour on her
email address:
